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In 2025, SIGA hosted its annual pancake breakfast in support of the White Buffalo Youth Lodge 
where we fed over 900 people and raised more than $65,000.

Every year SIGA and its casinos collaborate with various community-based organizations, 
volunteering on projects of their choice to give back in a meaningful and impactful way.

we established our SIGA Indigenous Scholarship Program. In 2025 SIGA awarded $60,000 to 50 Indigenous students 
pursuing their post-secondary education. The awards were distributed into the following three categories:

First Nations students don’t have the best opportunities coming off reserve going into  
urban settings and sometimes it’s unfamiliar and tough and I’ve lived it personally, I’ve 
seen my friends go through it. I just feel scholarships like these from SIGA really benefit our  
First Nations People,” explained Joshua Bear, Shauna Bear Memorial Scholarship recipient.
